Writing: Paragraph Completion (Non-Verbs) 
 
Overview 
 
The second task tests the ability to identify and write appropriately words other than verbs, including 
prepositions, articles, and pronouns. It comprises a passage, which provides a specific context, containing 
10 blanks. The student is allotted a total of 5 minutes to write a single appropriate word for each blank. It is 
important to read carefully the entire passage and use the contextual information provided to determine 
the appropriate word. The response for each of the 10 blanks is scored individually but must be completely 
correct to receive credit; all 10 answers count equally in calculating the total score. The AP Italian 
Language and Culture Course Description lists examples of types of nonverbal forms that may be tested in 
this task; of course, not all of these forms appear in any one passage. Among the forms tested in this year’s 
passage were definite and indefinite articles, articulated prepositions, prepositions, articulated articles, 
demonstratives, possessives, and clitic pronouns. The topic of the passage was the opera singer Renata 
Tebaldi.

This is a good example of a high score on this task. The student would have received an even higher score 
had number 17 not been changed from a correct to an incorrect form. 
 
Sample: MM 
Score: 5 
Correct: 11, 14, 15, 18, 19 
Incorrect: 12, 13, 16, 17, 20 
 
This is a typical example of a midrange score for this task. The correct answers use articles, contractions, 
and one demonstrative pronoun. The score could have been higher had the student been more 
knowledgeable about the use of various pronouns and, apparently, the reflexive form.  
 
Sample: CC 
Score: 2 
Correct: 11, 14       
Incorrect: 12, 13, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20 
 
This set of responses demonstrates a score in the lower end of the scoring range for this task. The student 
shows an understanding of how to write dates (“il” primo febbraio, “Nel” 1944) (numbers 11 and 14) but is 
unable to use contextual clues to fill in prepositions, adjectives, pronouns, and even other articles.
