Sample: A 
Score: 19 
Correct: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 20 
Incorrect: 19 
 
This is an example of a very good score in this section. Number 19 is the only incorrect answer; the student 
uses “mido” instead of mide, which is the correct answer. 
 
Sample: B 
Score: 13 
Correct: 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18, 20 
Incorrect: 1, 2, 6, 11, 15, 16, 19 
 
This is a midrange sample. Many structures are successfully identified: the usage of the masculine 
demonstrative adjective “este” in number 7 and correct verb conjugations in numbers 13, 17, and 18. 
Accent marks are correctly used in numbers 13, 17, and 18 but not in numbers 1 and 19 (“envuelvé,” 
“midé”). In number 6 the student uses the singular “falta” instead of the plural form faltan. In number 11 
the student writes “sientamos” instead of sintamos. The present form of the subjunctive, “haga,” instead of 
the past form, hiciera, is used in number 15. In number 16 the student incorrectly spells the verb form  
“hueron” instead of huyeron. 
 
Sample: C 
Score: 6 
Correct: 3, 4, 7, 10, 13, 18 
Incorrect: 1, 2, 5, 6, 8, 9, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17, 19, 20 
 
This lower-level sample shows error patterns in verb conjugations, agreement, and spelling. There is an 
attempt to use accents correctly, but the spelling of some words and the conjugation of some verbs are 
incorrect (number 1, “envolve”; number 2, “verse”; number 11, “sentimos”; and number 19, “medío”). Verb 
tense in number 17 (“habían” instead of habrá), the infinitive in number 20 (“entrando” instead of entrar), 
and the subjunctive in number 11 (“sentimos” instead of sintamos) are problematic as well.
