Objetivos:
o Reflexionar sobre la naturaleza de la literatura
» Aprender a analizar un texto literario. [c3]

o Reflexionar sobre la relacion de una determinada obra con su marco
histérico, social y cultural.

 Iniciarse en el estudio de las literaturas del mundo hispanico. [cé]

Programacion de curso:

Tres temas serviran de hilo conductor en la seleccién de las obras. Cada trimes-
tre se dedicara a un tema. Este principio organizador facilita el contraste y la
comparacion entre los diferentes autores, y por otro, produce una mejora en las
discusiones de clase. Este método es flexible y no impide que se siga un orden
cronoldgico, también necesario, en un curso de introduccion a los estudios lit-
erarios. La distribucién por géneros permite un repaso continuado de épocas y
movimientos a lo largo del afio académico. Considero esta revision imprescindible
para que los estudiantes retengan y enmarquen bien los nuevos conceptos.

Curso de AP Literatura

Trimestre de otoio

Nueve semanas de clase y una de repaso.

Tema: Desafios

Este tema incluye obras en las que los sujetos tienen que hacer frente a una serie
de dificultades personales o sociales. En ellas se transmite un sentido de pérdida
de algo querido o de encuentro con algo desconocido o de rechazo de un orden
social, econdmico y politico determinado. Iniciar el curso con este tema permite
plantear las siguientes preguntas: ;Es la literatura un fenémeno estético o un factor
de cambio?, ;Es el individuo un ente desligado de su medio o, por el contrario, un
producto del medio en que vive?

Observaran, con especial cuidado, el
uso de las palabras y del ritmo. Hablaran del empleo de las figuras en ese contexto
determinado. [c3] La asiduidad en la lectura durante el trimestre permitird que
los estudiantes vayan identificando y familiarizandose con la utilizacién de esta

Student Actvities*

The goals of the student activities listed below are:

1. Recognizing thematically major thoughts and trends in Spanish and Latin

American literature.

2. Discussing the works of the authors outlined with reference to their rela-

tive position within given literary movements. [C5]

3. Studying the style and characteristics of each work as well as the historical

background and the author’s life, activities, and aspirations. [c3, C6]

4. Studying the literary movements to which these works belong to show how
they influence and relate to each other. (These same movements are briefly

mentioned or evidenced in music and art.)

5. Analyzing prose and poetry and especially the imagery in the writings to
understand how the works relate to the author, period, and Spanish/Latin

American thinking in general. [c3, cé6]

6. Deepening their knowledge of the cultural values, traditions, achieve-
ments, and history of the Spanish-speaking peoples. [ce]

7. Recognizing the relevance of the human experience—universals of theme

as reflected in literature.

8. Analyzing critically the form and content of literary works, learning the

terms and tools to engage in literary analysis, and responding through
integrated writing and speaking activities. [c3, c4, c5]

*All course work is conducted in Spanish only. Students are penalized by means
of their class participation grade (15 percent of trimester grade) for any use of
English in either formal or informal classroom interactions. They are encouraged
to ensure that all interactions with the teacher and their peers are conducted in

Spanish. [c2]

Sample Activities:

1. For every reading, students keep a double-entry “dialectical” journal.
In the left column they copy a quote from the reading—anything they
find interesting in some way. In the right column they write a personal
reaction, the reason why that particular quote caught their attention.
Sometimes I narrow the focus of the quotes for them so that they can
choose ones to fit our particular theme. For example, in “La viuda de
Montiel™ “Saca tres citas que muestren ironia en la columna izquierda
y explica la ironia en la columna derecha.” Students are then asked to
share one or two quotes in small groups or with the whole class. In the
“Reacciéon” column, it’s important that you help students to progress from

“aqui dice que ...,” where they are merely restating the quote, to “yo pienso

que ...,” where they give a personal commentary on the quote.

2. When we finish a piece, I like to assign a “diagrama del tema” activity. In
groups, students come to a consensus about the theme of the story/play/
poem. Then they identify three things related to the trimester’s theme: a
title, an illustration, and a quote. They put it on butcher paper and present
it to the class. [c5]

3. At the end of every unit, we discuss themes common to the works in that
trimester. Students then do one or both of the following:

a. In groups, choose two of the works and brainstorm all of the specific
examples in those works that support the theme, put them on butcher
paper, and present them to the class.

b. Individually, write an analytical essay comparing two of the works,
using specific examples in those works to support the theme. [c5]

4. When they finish studying each piece, students write a ficha de la obra
on a 4" x 6" index card. They punch a hole in a corner and keep the cards
together in a ring. They use these for reference throughout the year and
as a study tool to review at the end of the year before the AP Spanish
Literature Exam.

5. Students practice essay writing as part of their tests and by writing ana-

lytical essays as homework throughout the year. I use the writing process
to help them improve their writing. Students write a first draft, peer-edit
using the AP scoring guidelines from AP Central, write a second draft,
peer- or teacher-edit, and write a final draft. When using an essay question
on a test, it follows the format of those in the AP Spanish Literature Exam.
In this case, the essay is written only once, and students have no more than
40 minutes to write. [C3, C5]
