Essay: Question 31
Overview

The essay question allows students to demonstrate the level at which they can express themselves in
written French while addressing a specified topic. Shrewd students will show off what they do know,
while concealing what they are not sure of. This year's question directed students to identify elements of a
successful life.

Sample: 31AAA
Score: 8

This essay is an example of a well-organized work that demonstrates competence throughout. There are
some errors in grammar and usage, but overall there is good control of verbs and sentence structure. An
outstanding feature of this essay is the clarity of organization, where a flow of ideas stems from a concise
introduction and continues through the effective conclusion. The essay reads quite smoothly, and
competence in French is demonstrated by the following examples (and others): “Ce qui unifie toutes les
définitions du succeés,” “le moyen de I'achever est unique a chaque individu,” “Beaucoup de personnes se
préoccupent avec,” “Tous les citoyens ont I'occasion de contribuer.” These examples also show a degree of
elegance. Some of the errors that prevented this essay from achieving the category of strong control
include: “je suis satisfiée,” “quelque chose importante,” “ce que leurs parents les ont donné,” “par avoir un
famille,” and “Je ne serai pas ni fameuse.” Paragraphs begin with appropriate and well-used transition
words such as “Premierement,” “Ensuite,” “Enfin,” and “En somme.” These help to delineate the different
ideas presented and aid in the smooth readability of the essay. The vocabulary is certainly varied and is
generally appropriate with terms such as “le moyen,” “se préoccupent,” “citoyens,” “enseigner,” “valoriser,”
and “boulot.” The topic is treated in a thorough manner, and the content of each paragraph represents the
various types of success mentioned in the essay. A solid conclusion provides appropriate closure. In
addition to the aforementioned strengths, the demonstration of good control over the present, future,
subjunctive, present participle, and passé composé earned the essay a score of 8.

This essay demonstrates fair control overall, with forays into features of both poor and good control. It
reads rather easily and shows a reasonable command of simple grammatical structures. Despite remaining
basically in the present tense, ideas are expressed with sufficient clarity that the reader is not frequently
forced to interpret meaning. The sense of organization is perhaps the most impressive element of this
essay, as the student smoothly transitions from point to point. There are five clearly delineated paragraphs;
each treats a specific vision of success and describes how goals may be reached. The essay finishes
strongly with a clear conclusion. The vocabulary never rises above the level of fair control, yet it is
adequate to express ideas in a coherent manner. Among the strongest signs of fluency are the effective
use of two-verb combinations (“Je voudrais devenir,” “j'adore voir,” “je ne peux pas oublier”) and the
consistent accuracy of most instances of simple verb usage (“je pense,” “je veux,” “je peux,” “je voudrais,”
“je sais,” and “tout le monde peut”). There are, however, numerous phrases that reflect English language
word order and choice. Relative pronouns are not yet mastered, as seen on page 1 with “je sais quoi je
veux" and again in the third paragraph with “je peux trouver ’homme que je voudrais etre avec pour toute
ma vie.” Spelling accuracy is sporadic (accent errors—"reves,” “aprés,” “j'espere,” "different”). Agreement
issues are present with such adjectives as “tous ces choses” and “les personnes qui sont importants” and
with the verb “Je doit.” Based solely on language skills, this essay hovers between a 4 and a 5. Appropriate

topic treatment and a clear sense of organization helped to elevate it to the category of fair control and
earned a score of b.

Score: 2

This essay demonstrates poor control. While the discourse seems to flow somewhat from idea to idea, it does
so without use of much French syntax (“C’est quoi réussir sa vie est pour moi”) or regard for spelling and
conjugations. Interpretation is forced from beginning to end (“avoir le pouvoir choisit”) and is sometimes
patently impossible (“Ma corps doit exister depuis je mort” and “Ma téte voudrais grandir”). There are serious
problems with simple subject—verb agreement (“je peut,” “Ma téte voudrais”), although they are sometimes
used correctly in infinitive constructions. Devoir is conjugated correctly but misused (or in any case, used in
ways that force interpretation). Attempts at a si clause and the use of the future are laudable but contain
spelling mistakes (“je saverai”) and/or are surrounded by errors that require actual decoding rather than
interpretation. This is representative of the “Demonstrates Incompetence” category of the scoring guidelines.
There is a paucity of vocabulary with a few isolated examples of correct and interesting word use (“jardin,”
“réve”). Anglicisms such as “comfortable” (with a spelling error) and “Il sera bon pour moi” are also
problematic. Spelling errors abound: “Jespire,” “Mon couer,” “essensial.” The sentence “Ce n’est pas rien” is
impressive but isolated—it is one redeeming feature, which is not enough to elevate this essay to a 3. The
reference to the question places the essay into the “Poor Control” rather than “No Control” category. Not one
sentence is completely error free, but the essay does manage to communicate some ideas. While the “error-
free word sequences” also helped to keep this from being a 1, it is really the more convincing reference to the
question that boosted the essay to a score of 2.
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
