A satisfactory discussion that addresses the place and/or the role of two female characters
through their actions and/or their attitudes. It also alludes to their importance for the
understanding of the work. The discussion is supported by some examples from the text.
Positive aspects outweigh flaws and omissions.

A response that offers some discussion of the place and/or the role of two female characters
without mentioning their importance for the understanding of the work OR offers accurate
discussion of only one female character OR mainly summarizes the plot OR contains major
interpretive flaws.

A response that shows some familiarity with the text without any discussion of the question
OR a complete misinterpretation of the text OR an extremely brief response.

Shows no familiarity with the text OR does not address the topic OR is not in French.

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LANGUAGE CRITERIA

VERY GOOD control of language. Shows good sense of idiom, sophisticated syntax, and rich
vocabulary. May contain a few serious errors and grammatical inaccuracies, and some
awkwardness of style.

GOOD control of language. Signs of fluency and style; varied syntax and generally apt vocabulary.
The answer reads smoothly overall despite some obvious grammatical errors.

ADEQUATE use of language. The answer is comprehensible. It demonstrates a reasonable
understanding of basic French syntax and uses some apt vocabulary but may contain numerous
errors of grammar.

WEAK use of language. Contains prevalent glaring errors and frequent transpositions of English
syntax into French. Frequent anglicisms. Some sentences force interpretation on the part of the

reader.

INADEQUATE use of language. Very few vocabulary resources and little sense of basic French
syntax. Many sentences require interpretation by the reader. Essentially gallicized English.

ESSAI: Content/Language
Question 2
Overview

Question 2, the literary essay, allowed students to demonstrate their knowledge of the texts and the level
of their analytical skills. Students could choose either Candide or La Guerre de Troie n’aura pas lieu and
discuss two female characters with respect to their roles and importance in the works.

Sample: B
La Guerre de Troie n’aura pas lieu
Score: 8 content/4 language

Content: The lead-in sentence for this essay is not grounded in the text, but as the student continues
within the opening paragraph and develops the characters Andromaque and Héléne in the body of the
essay, we are well guided as to the place, role, and overall importance of these two characters to La Guerre
de Troie n'aura pas lieu. Andromadque is instrumental in that she strives actively and realistically to change
the course of history for her country through her attempts to persuade her husband Hector and also to
persuade Hélene. Andromaque does all that she can to change destiny, and she is crucial because Hector
(an influential male) listens to her. Héléne counters Andromaque’s efforts not as an active character but as
a passive symbolic force who does not try to change destiny because she can “see” the imminent war in
her technical visions. The statement that Hector listens to Andromaque and is persuaded (in part) by her
activism, and also the observation that only women in this story (Héléne and Cassandre) can really see the
future, are both insightful. There are enough precise examples taken from textual situations to keep the
score for content in the upper end of the 7-8 range.

Language: Although the syntax in this essay is rather simple, straightforward, and repetitive, in terms of
subordinate clauses introduced largely by the words “parce que,” it is not marred by a lot of errors that
would render it merely comprehensible. Although there are some obvious grammatical mistakes (“par
influencer,” “par terminer,” “tous qu'elle”), some imprecise vocabulary created from English words
(“idéalistique,” “malcontents”), and issues with verb conjugation and tense use (“elle comprenne,”
“mourira,”

‘peuvent comprennent”), the answer does read smoothly overall and allows the reader to follow
the argument easily enough, earning a language score of 4.

Sample: E
Candide
Score: b content/3 language

Content: This essay rightly cites Voltaire's desire to criticize many aspects of his society in order to
denounce the theory that this is “the best of all possible worlds.” Yet at the end of the introductory
paragraph, when the old woman and Paquette are named as the female characters to be developed within
the essay, the thesis shifts into an inaccurate statement, namely that these characters serve to show that
nothing is perfect and that we must continue to live, whatever may happen. The discussion of the old
woman is overly brief and general, alluding in a few words or clauses to the “obstacles” that show the idea

of optimism and an ideal world to be ridiculous. The discussion of Cunégonde is also overly brief—she is
the “beauté” in the world that Candide clings to, “I'une exception au regle” that impels him to leave El
Dorado (“la monde parfaite”). The discovery that Cunégonde is no longer beautiful is the moment when
Candide understands that this is not “the best of all possible worlds.” The conclusion is rather cursory and
off topic, except for the last sentence. In short, there are a lot of omissions and misstatements in this essay
but enough good examples to put it in the lower end of the 5-6 scoring range for content.

Language: The response is comprehensible and demonstrates a reasonable understanding of basic
French syntax. We see accurate present-tense conjugations and some successful attempts at more
complex patterns in the use of infinitives and some transition words (“mais,” “clairement,” "parce que”).
There is some apt vocabulary but also vocabulary improvised from English words (“criticisme,” “son droit
buttocks,” “thesis”) and numerous errors of grammar. This essay is a good example of a language score
of 3.

Sample: I
La Guerre de Troie n’aura pas lieu
Score: 1 content /2 language

Content: The weak use of language in this essay renders it hard to decipher. The word “destin” is
attached to Cassandre, who is characterized as a “prophéte” who knows that “rien” (does the student
mean “no one”?) believes in what she says. As for Héléne, the response indicates that she does not have a
specific opinion, but her choice will determine if there is war with Greece. In the concluding sentence, the
student states that without Héléne, the work would not exist. This response is too brief, too linguistically
weak, and too unspecific to show more than a slight familiarity with the text, earning it a content score

of 1.

Language: This essay shows weak use of language, as many sentences force interpretation on the part of
the reader. Yet there are fragments, such as “on peut voir, que la question du destin ou le libre arbitre,” and
“mais parceque ses mots n'a pas l'effet,” that are comprehensible. There are also many more words than
those needed to answer this question, showing that the student has a small but woefully insufficient
vocabulary for expressing ideas in French. In conclusion, because there are frequent transpositions of
English syntax into French but some small vocabulary resources demonstrated, the response received a
language score of 2.
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
